Ch. 51 Proposed Amendments

The Texas Animal Health Commission (Commission) proposed changes to Title 4, Texas
Administrative Code, Chapter 51, “Entry requirements.” The Commission proposed amendments
to section 51.1. The amendment adds a definition of dairy cattle as all cattle, regardless of age or
sex or current use, that are of a breed(s) or offspring of a breed used to produce milk or other
dairy products for human consumption, including, but not limited to, Ayrshire, Brown Swiss,
Holstein, Jersey, Guernsey, Milking Shorthorn, and Red and Whites. Additionally, adjusted
numbering and minor formatting changes are proposed in the section.

El Texas Animal Health Commission (La Comisién) propuso cambios al Titulo 4, Codigo
Administrativo de Texas, Capitulo 51, “Requisitos de entrada.” La enmienda afiade una definicion
de ganado lechero como todo ganado vacuno, independientemente de su edad, sexo o uso
actual, que sea de una raza o crias de una raza utilizada para producir leche u otros productos
lacteos para el consumo humano, incluidos, entre otros, Ayrshire, Brown Swiss, Holstein, Jersey,
Guernsey, Shorthorn de ordefio, ganado rojo y ganado blanco. Ademas, en la seccion se
proponen cambios de numeracién ajustada y cambios menores de formato.
